Using the One-Computer Classroom
Topic: Using the One-Computer Classroom
Time: 3 hours for demonstration and discussion. 1/2 hour for Q&A.

Materials needed: computer, projector, PowerPoint presentation, Internet access, paper and pens for all teachers, translators

Teacher level:  modest computer experience or more

Student level: any
Overview: 

Participants will see ways to use a single computer in a classroom, both with and without a projector, with and without Internet access. 
Objectives: 

By the end of the lesson, workshop participants will be able to:
· Describe ways to use one computer in a classroom for reading/writing skills

· Describe ways to use one computer in a classroom to increase student motivation and involvement, including use of Internet resources

· Describe ways to use one computer in a classroom without a projector, for simulations and individual or small group research projects
· Explain how each person might use this technology in his/her classroom, if the resource is available

Training content
Initial queries to audience about level of experience with computers, one-computer classroom; types of students they teach; student experience with computers

Using one computer and projector – overview (PowerPoint show + Word)

· Present general benefits: ability to add, change, organize information; ability to access information sources, both online and CD-ROM based; computer as decision-maker in simulations

· Demonstrate use as an electronic blackboard (save or change information easily)

· Note use as a slide show and adding information
· Mention use in presenting student work to the whole class

· (Word) Show an outline of this presentation; mention use as a lesson so students can follow the steps during the lesson – adding and changing as needed, filling in important details

Using a word-processor and a projector (Word):

· Demonstrate group editing and spell-checking

Put a whole passage on the screen  - highlight, make changes; note that you  don’t need to erase to make more room and that it can be easy to read

· Project charts and tables – mention use for discussion

· Demonstrate note-taking from a lesson by filling in an outline

· Brainstorm with the group about uses of computers and one-computer classroom

Add ideas, move ideas around, color-code different ideas 
Mention ability to print out the elicited information to give to students later or to grade

Demonstrate saving ideas to come back to later

Using the Internet (PowerPoint + web browser):

· Demonstrate how-to uses, such as how to set up an email account

· Demonstrate Nicenet (online discussion) to propose questions, discuss, etc.

· Demonstrate how to search for information – broadening and narrowing a topic, adding quotes and +, etc.
· Demonstrate using a photograph from the Internet for a discussion or composition

· Demonstrate use of short video clips (from CNN, for example) to enliven lessons

· Talk about collaborative projects to share ideas with students from other places (no projector needed)

· Describe searching for information as a resource for students working individually or in small groups (no projector needed)

Computer and software with or without a projector (PowerPoint show):

· Describe use of CD-ROM encyclopedias and dictionaries as a resource for students working individually or in small groups

· Describe use of simulations (show one if there is time)
· Demonstrate use of a concordancer (English teachers) or equivalent tool in other disciplines
